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Rationale

Our Community Education Policy is set to reflect the philosophy that every member of the community should have a
right of access, for the appropriate reasons, to the School. It is set to encourage the widest use by the community of
the School premises and to encourage such use as is practical without detriment to the current students of Westlands.

Schools cannot develop in isolation and the support and involvement of the external community is important to the
School.

Purposes

1. To ensure that the maximum use is made of the Schools facilities whilst safe guarding the interest of the
students that attend it.

2. To enable the community to use the extensive facilities of the School to enrich the community as a whole.
Broad Guidelines

1. Westlands will continue to offer its facilities to the community at any time that it can, but will always be conscious
of the needs of its registered students.

2. Non-registered students may avail themselves of the Schools facilities during the school day so long as this
does not interfere with the learning of the registered students and having gained prior permission form the
Headteacher.

3. Non-registered students may join classes/courses at the discretion of the Headteacher in association with the

individual subject teacher. However, each additional non-registered student must be known to the School to
ensure that the security of the individual students is not compromised.

4. Charges may be levied against the individual non-registered student or club for any activity that is undertaken
in accordance with the School’s letting and charging policies.

5. Non-registered users of the school premises must conform to the rules and policies of the School at all times.

6. When additional non-registered students are attending lessons that require materials or text books that would
normally be provided free, a charge may be made to the them to cover the cost of this provision.

Aims
1. To encourage the use and involvement of the wider community in the School.
2. To set the above aim firmly within the context of the day to day operation of the school and the learning

environment.

Conclusions

Westlands, as a school, caters for the complete range of ability and students whose ages range from 11 to 19 years.
The support the School can offer to the community is far reaching and it is this that this policy seeks to encourage.
