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Display Policy



Rationale

Our Display Policy is set to reþ ect the philosophy that the quality of the environment of Westlands is important to the 
attitude and work ethic that the School is able to engender in its students.  The need for good displays is an integral part 
of the encouraging of students to share their good work and assists in the enrichment of the environment in which they 
study. 

PurposesPurposes

1. To ensure that the maximum use is made of the Display space.

2. To enrich the Schoolôs learning environment as a whole.

3. To encourage students to take a pride in their work and to recognise success at all levels.

Broad Guidelines

1. Students should be encouraged to display their work wherever possible, and this work should be labelled with 
the date, authorôs name and title.  

2. Displays should be of a high quality, free of spelling errors, well mounted and with titles to reþ ect the purpose of 
the work.

3. All displays should be kept up to date.  The maximum display time should be no more than six months.

4. Professional posters, and other material may be used for displays, but they should be maintained and well 
exhibited.  Much useful learning can be gained from such displays.

5. Classroom displays and corridor displays must be regularly reviewed to ensure they stay up to date and do not 
get ótattyô.

6. For information giving displays the size of print is important as is the language used.  Both these must be 
considered in the light of the target audience and the space available to the display.

Aims

1. To encourage and motivate students to achieve high standards in their work.

2. To improve the learning environment for all students of the School.

Conclusions

At Westlands we cater for all abilities and as such our displays should be both simulating and informative.  There 
is little doubt that the environment of the School effects the learning that takes place within it and, as such, the 
quality of the display work is a vital factor in the success of Westlands.  Stimulating displays will enhance and enrich 
the students learning experiences.  Equally, unkept displays which are not reviewed and looked after will have a 
detrimental effect on learning.
