YOU MAY BE ELIGIBLE FOR FREE SCHOOL MEALS

If you are in receipt of Income Support, Income Based Job
Seekers Allowance or Child Tax Credit you may be eligible for
Free School Meals for your son/daughter. Unfortunately this
does not apply if you receive Working Tax Credit or if your
income exceeds A14,155.

This entitlement equates to A1.65 per day or approximately
A320 a year, and could be of great beneyt to you and your
child. It is very important that the School knows of your
entitlement, so that we can ensure that your son/daughter
receive the meals that they are entitled to.

Even if you do not wish your child to receive Free School
Meals please would you still apply as it greatly beneyts
the school funding.

As you know, we have excellent canteen facilities within the
school, offering a wide range of yrst class healthy food, which
is proving extremely popular with our students. A card system
is in operation for this beneyt and the money is automatically
put onto your childis student card, and remains conydential
from other students.
