Broad Guidelines

On entry to the School, students are placed into teaching groups (sets) on the basis of information provided from
Primary Schools. Students who have been deemed selective by the LEA are placed in selective (top) sets.

Teaching sets are streamed according to ability.

The parent(s) of any student who is moved to a different set will be kept informed and will be given the
opportunity to discuss the move if they so wish.

Movement into selective sets may take place at the Schoolis discretion if a student would clearly beneyt from
such a move and if there is room in the relevant set. Movement out of a selective set for a student deemed by
the LEA to be selective may also be effected, provided there is parental agreement. If such agreement is not
forthcoming, the student should be referred to the LEA for re-testing for selectivity.

Before transfers between sets take place, all teachers who teach the student will normally be asked for their
recommendations. The Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator will be involved as required. Reference will
be made to the results of tests and assessments. (See Assessment and Marking policy). The ynal decision is
made by the relevant member of SMT after full consultation.

Where timetabling, accommodation and stafyng constraints permit, subjects will be blocked in half year
populations to enable subject setting to take place.

Tutor groups will each contain a cross section of the ability spectrum, to allow the School to maximise opportunities
for personal, social and moral education. Each tutor group will contain selective and comprehensive students,
boys and girls, the balance being as even as possible.
