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Student Support Policy



Rationale

Our Student Support Policy is set to refl ect the current regulations concerning the provision of free education to students 
at the School.

PurposesPurposes

1. To safeguard the rights of the individual student to a free education

2. To ensure that students experience the appropriate range of curriculum activities.

3. To ensure no student’s education is disadvantaged by their individual situation.

Broad Guidelines

1. Support will be given to individual students at the discretion of the Governing Body where they cannot meet the 
charge being levied for an activity.

2. Students whose parents cannot afford the charge for an activity may be considered by the Governing Body for 
a one off donation to directly cover the activity fee. 

Aims

1. To ensure that no student is deprived an education due to their personal fi nancial circumstances.

2. To ensure the School operates a policy of equal opportunity for students.

Conclusions

All students deserve an equal opportunity to receive a free education and as such charges should only be levied in the 
circumstances outlined in the Schools Charging Policy.  However some students who cannot afford the charge levied for 
an activity should be encouraged to approach the Governing Body who will consider each case individually on its merits 
and may decide to invoke this policy.
