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Rationale

Our Travel Policy is set to repect the current regulations appertaining to travel. It is designed to encourage a
responsible attitude to travel by students and staff alike. This policy should be read in conjunction with other school
policies such as Transport, Journeys and Outdoor Pursuits.

Purpose

1. To encourage the safe travel to and from the School.
2. To reduce the consumption of fossil fuels.

3. To reduce pollution and trafyc congestion.

4. To encourage a healthy life style.

Broad Guidelines

1. Students and staff are encouraged to ensure that they adopt the safest route to the School, irrespective of
their mode of conveyance.

2. Staff and students should consider the alternatives in selecting their transportation to and from the School
including the use of Public Transport where this is appropriate.

3. Staff and students are encouraged to reduce the effect on the non renewable energy sources by restricting
their use of fossil fuels in their choice of transport wherever possible.

4. The use of transportation that relies on muscle power, (walking or cycling) is encouraged as it will help
develop ytness in the individual as well as reducing the environmental impact.

5. The School will seek to provide appropriate locations for the storage of cycles, but cannot be held responsible
for loss or damage to such property.

6. Users of vehicles and/or bicycles are encouraged to ensure their property in insured correctly and is in a safe
condition appropriate to its use.

7. It is recognised as the responsibility of the owner and operator of any transport used for travel to and from
the School to keep it in a yt state for its purpose, as well as having the appropriate training/experience for its
operation. This will include, where appropriate, the required licences.

8. The appropriate clothing should be worn, at all times, to help ensure the useris safety through reduction of
injury, as well as ensuring that they are visible.

9. Where it is necessary for staff or students to travel to or from the School, it is hoped that consideration will be
given to the sharing of vehicles.

Conclusions

It is hoped that by following these guidelines that the staff and students of the School can do their part in protecting the
resources of the Planet whilst supporting a reduction in pollution and encouraging healthier living habits. In addition,
the Policy sets out to recognise the need for all those travelling to or from the School to have safety as a guiding
principle.
